The following transcript is taken from videotaped footage
of Jo Sanders, an October 2014 grant recipient who was
referred to Ray of Hope by Rocky Mountain Cancer
Centers. Jo has generously granted us permission to
share her story, illustrating the importance of providing
our grantees with the dignity of paying their own bills,
rather than Ray of Hope paying a bill for them. We were
honored and inspired by what she shared:

“My name is Jo Sanders. | am a retiree. | retired from 25 years at the phone com-
pany and shortly after | was diagnosed with rheumatoid arthritis -- full disability, it
was in all my joints. | thought ‘well, | can handle it, I'm tough’ -- | raised all my kids
and everything. And then came the cancer diagnosis last June - | was in stage IV
and it's a rare cancer. | had been in a lot of denial and | hadn't gotten to the doc-
tor. I thought “I'm sick enough.” But | knew something was wrong, and when | did
go they said it was good | came in when | did, because | was so sick. | had sever-
al surgeries and three sessions of chemo. And you know, it's a bad feeling when
you get into treatment and you're sick, and you can't pay. So the social worker
told me about Ray of Hope and I filled out the application. | thought 'l sure hope
| get this, because this is going to be bad. Because when you go in and they ask
you, "Are you going to pay on your bill?” it's embarrassing, with people in the
office around you. So when that grant came through -- you just dont know how
it feels. | was used to being self-sufficient, and to be in that position - well, |
thought to myself ‘maybe it would be better if you would just die, than to be sit-
ting up here begging and you're sick and you can't afford your care.” So when |
cashed that check and they put it toward my bill, | was so proud and | felt imme-
diately like 'l can do this!" Because, | hadn't even been able to afford food. And it
was humiliating, and | was like ‘why try?' But when that check came though | could
hold my head up at the receptionist’s desk when | went in, and it gave me an
incentive to keep on going. And fortunately | did very well in the chemo and the
surgery to remove the tumor, and it hadn't spread. | was so blessed. It's all gone
now. | just have some follow-ups and there was still a little money left from my
grant to pay my copays. If it wasn't for your foundation, for the help | got, | feel like
I would have given up. Don't ever stop what you're doing. Just keep on - there
are people out there who want to hold on - they want to keep on going and you
make that possible.”

We are thrilled to report that our first year as a Charity Partner
with the Colfax Marathon was a huge success! 70 runners
signed up to run for Ray of Hope, making us one of the very
few from almost 200 charity partners with over 50 runners.
The Colfax Marathon ran through the Bronco’s home stadi-
um, along 7 miles of rivers, lakes and bridges, and down
America's most famous main street. The Half Marathon took
runners one mile through Denver Zoo - a fun element in a big
accomplishment.

We had one outstanding marathoner, 11 half-marathon run-
ners, and 3 ten-milers taking on the individual challenge of
running the course. In addition we had 11 enthusiastic
marathon relay teams representing the University of
Colorado Cancer Center, University of Colorado School of
Medicine and George K. Baum & Co with team names such
as RIOT (Running Is Our Therapy), Cancer Stinks, and Women
for Willa. Several teams and individuals ran as part of Willa's
Wheels, honoring Willa's memory by raising funds for families
in need of help. In total, runners with Ray of Hope raised
over $10,000! That incredible accomplishment translates
into emergency funds for over 20 individuals and families
in urgent need of assistance.

“l am embarrassed to ask for help. | am doing the best | can on
my own, and get some help from my children. They do what they
can to keep me going. | am behind in most of my bills and try to
work with the companies. So far they have been okay, but now it

is getting worse. | have to juggle the money to stay afloat.”

“Our patient was homeless and living out of his car. When the

weather turned cold and he began feeling ill, he was staying in a
homeless shelter. He is homeless and needs financial assistance
for gas, food, and general living expenses. He hopes to stay with

a family member after discharging from the hospital.”

“Our patient has been unable to work since beginning his cancer
treatment. He has applied for disability through his employer, but
has not heard whether it has been approved. There are 4 chil-

dren at home. His wife does not work and cares for their 11-year-
old daughter who has special needs. Two of their kids (ages 20 &
22) work and combined bring in about $1,300 a month. Any help
with expenses would greatly help this family until he can received

disability benefits.”

“l used the grant for housing, gas, and moving expenses. |
would have been homeless if the assistance had not
arrived when it did. It truly changed my life. | am now in a
retirement community where they are caring for me during
my treatment. Thank you!”

“My husband is still going through treatment and we are
dealing as best we can. Your help put a light at the end of
the tunnel and warmed our hearts. Financial struggles are
a part of the disease. We used it to pay the rent. Thank you
again for your kindness.”

“l would like to thank all those involved in the Ray of Hope
Cancer Foundation. The money you provided has helped
us with a variety of things -- bills, food and gas money to
get me to my cancer treatments. This is my second time
around with cancer. This time | made trips to hospital by air
ambulance and had surgery and treatment. It's nice to
know that my husband and | had less to worry about when
this donation arrived.”

Recent events saw a num-
ber of Willa's Wheels' relay teams at the
Colfax marathon relay.
